repentance and forgiveness of sins will be preached in his name to all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 
48You are witnesses of these things.’”  Luke 24:46-48 NIV

     Praise God for the wonderful Easter celebration we 
experienced here at Grace last week! Bro. David, our choir, 
and our drama team did a fabulous job.  One thing that often 
concerns me with professing Christians is how they get so excited 
about Easter Sunday only to go right back into a rut of busyness 
and religiosity the next week. It is as if they think they owe God a

Many would say they would never do something like that for just 
one day a year, and maybe they wouldn’t, but a lot of professing Christians do the same 
thing on a weekly basis. That is, they seem to act as if God deserves their commitment 
and devotion each Sunday, but the other six days of the year belong to them. 
     The truth of the matter is that when a person receives Jesus Christ as their Lord 
and Savior, they give themselves totally to Christ.  Every second of every minute, and 
every minute of every hour, and every hour of every day belongs to Jesus. Every aspect 
of one’s life belongs to Jesus. There is no sectioning off our life into compartments where 
Christ is allowed access and other areas where He is to be excluded. Jesus purchased us 
when He died on the cross. As a Christian, we belong to Him. Every bit of us belongs to 
Him and we belong to Him for the rest of eternity. 
     When we walk close to Jesus we walk in the assurance of His presence and 
promises.  The reason we can have hope in the middle of the despair around us is that we 
have a real and personal God who loves us and is with us day and night. The one who is 
hurt by our distance from the Lord is us. Don’t wait until something bad happens to you 
before you will truly devote yourself to a close day by day walk with the Lord. Remain 
close to Him each day. Remain close each moment. 
     Difficult times come to all of us.  There are times when every one of us will feel as if 
we are helpless and hopeless – like we are desperate. It is a joy to know that during these 
times the Lord is just as close to us as He is during the “good” times. Each of us will 
experience the death of family members and close friends. Death is inevitable; however, 
because of Christ’s resurrection we know that we too can overcome death. God has a 
wonderful peace for each of His children that allows us to face our own death, and the 
death of young children and other believers with the assurance of an eternity with Him in 
a real place called heaven.

     Here we are in a week or two after Easter, and you’re probably looking forward to the 
warmer days ahead and the upcoming events with family and friends.

     Our subject matter is the apostle Peter. Take a look at Matthew 26:30-35. This is 
directly after the Last Supper! I’m usually on a mountain-top after the Lord’s Supper. 
I’ve examined myself in the Lord’s sight. So I’m sure that Peter probably felt similar. 
Then Jesus lowers the boom on Peter, and tells Peter that he will deny Him three times. 
You can read about Peter’s three denials in the very same chapter of Matthew (26:69-74). 
     Then Jesus was crucified. 
     But that’s not the end of Peter’s story. We know that previously, in Matthew 16:18, 
Jesus told Peter that he would play a foundational role in the beginnings of His church. 
Peter repented of his sin, and began to proudly proclaim the Gospel, preaching the very 
first Gospel message in the second chapter of Acts. And guess what? About 3,000 people 
were saved that day. 
     What does this mean for you? The Easter celebration may be over with regard to the 
scheduling on a calendar, but Christ’s work through you is not over. Have you denied 
Jesus? Have you resisted doing His will? Well guess what? The Gospel really is Good 
News to you! Confess your sin and repent, and He is faithful to forgive you, just like He 
forgive Peter. And just like Peter, our Lord will use you to do a mighty work! Say yes to 
Him today!
