A Word from the Minister on Call
Bruce Cullom, Minister of Students

What does worship mean to you? It is simply your presence at the building where
Grace Baptist Church meets? Have you ever left the Grace parking lot after a worsh
service or Bible study and mentally checlatl“worship” for the week? Have you ever
sat in a worship service knowing that you're not worshiping our Lord at all? I'm sure at
some level we are all guilty of these types of things. With that in mind, I'd like to
challenge you to examine yourself closely, and get real with yourself.

Psalms 24:3% gives us a template for how we are to enter a worship service. There
are two requirements here: clean hands, and a pure heart. What does that mean? We
to have clean hands by resolving conflict between ourselves and others. Jesus confirm
this in Matthew 5:226. Something | have learned recently is that submitting to others is
not an act of weakness if | recognize that | am ultimately submitting to God, giving him
control of the situation. Please take these scriptures literally and seriously. If you ar
sitting in a worship service and remember a problem between you and someone else,
not hesitate; stand up immediately and go work out that problem. If this means walkin
across the sanctuary to speak to someone, do it. If it means driving across town, do it. If
means making a phone call, do it. Submit to God by submitting to that person.

The other requirement from Psalm 24:4 is having a pure heart. To find out what the
means, just keep reading that passage. The next line speaks of lifting up your soul to
idol. This is talking about your relationship with God. Is it pure? Or is it corrupted by
distractions or sin? I tell our students all the time, watching TV is not a sin, but at the en
of a day if you've watched TV and not had a meaningful quiet time with God, you’'ve got
to remove that distraction. And of course if you have unconfessed sin in your life, yot
cannot worship God. You must confess that sin and repent.

So be honest with yourself. | encourage you to examine yourself minutes befor
every worship service and get properly prepared for worship, both horizontally (clear
hands) and vertically (pure heart). Then step into the worship service and experience tri
worship, as we join together and praise the only One who is truly worthy of our praise.
