Jesus 
summed it up by telling us that we need to love the Lord with all our being and love our 
neighbor as ourselves. When we do this, we will be actively involved in ministry on a 
regular basis. 
     Slow down and notice the people who are around you.  Take the time to see what 
their real needs are. We will never minister effectively until we recognize the people 
around us. Learn to demonstrate true compassion for those you encounter. Learn to love 
them the way Jesus loves them. Invest yourself in the lives of those whom God allows to 
enter your life. This will take time, effort, energy, and even finances, but people are 
worth it.  
     Last week we celebrated the groundbreaking of Grace Manor.  This is the 
beginning of a whole new ministry for our church family. Please continue to pray for the 
Board of Directors, the Adult Homes Team, and all those who will be working on getting 
this facility and ministry up and running over the next twelve months. Praise the Lord for 
all He has done and the passion, vision, and focus He gave to members of our Grace 
Family over the past three decades.  
     I need your help.  In October and November I plan to preach a series of messages that 
come directly from what we call the Roman Road. These messages will be a step by step 
explanation of how God uses us to help lead someone to faith in Him.

It keeps things from spoiling, from 
becoming unfit for use. In that same way, true followers of 
Christ preserve their lives for the glory of the Lord, through 
their speech, attitudes, actions, conversations, internet 
postings, dress, etc. And Christians are to help others to do 
the same, through love and encouragement.
