A Word from the Minister on Call
Bruce Cullom, Minister of Students

Have you done something in your life so bad that it continues to haunt you? Maybe
you’ve run into trouble lately, possibly even sin or moral failure? Guess what? We all
have. My father told me one time, failure is not the measure of a person, but rather, it’s
how you come back from that failure. We all fail at one time or another. We all sin. The
key is to turn to God and His word for correct instruction on how to “come back” from
our failures.

Take a look at Acts 7:54 through 8:3. This is the first time that the apostle Paul
appears in scripture, except that he is called by his Hebrew name here, Saul. You might
think that Paul would be described in glowing terms. You may guess that the Bible would
describe Paul as a righteous man, encouraging all Christians in the faith. You would be
wrong. This initial reference to Paul tells of him standing by and holding the garments of
those who were stoning Stephen to death. Then it goes on to tell about Paul persecuting
the early Christians and throwing them in jail. This is not the image of Paul we like to
see, however if you continue to read the next chapter of Acts, you’ll find the Lord calling
Paul to repentance and saving him with His divine forgiveness. Then the Lord used Paul
to write nearly two thirds of the New Testament!

What’s the point? Nothing you can do will separate you from God’s ability to forgive
you. God wants to use you to accomplish great things for His kingdom. If you have never
accepted God’s forgiveness through Jesus His son, today is the day. Stop right now. Ask
the Lord for His forgiveness and turn from your sin. If you have already accepted Christ,
don’t wander around in a lifestyle of sin. Do not be held down by the devil’s whispers of
“you’re a failure.” Repent of your sin to the Lord! He is faithful to forgive you!
