For the Christian, we should get up and move anywhere and 
everywhere God tells us. It may be moving across the street to witness to an unsaved 
neighbor. It may be moving to a new place of employment or becoming an entrepreneur 
with your own business. It may be moving your schedule around so you can participate in 
a short term mission trip. It may be moving around the world to join God in serving as a 
career missionary. 
     My prayer is that if God wants us to move in some area of our life you and I will 
become so miserable that the only thing we can do is say “yes” to God and get up 
and move as He directs. I believe that sometimes God places a nail under us to make us 
uncomfortable. You may have a nail under you right now. Stop moaning and groaning 
about it and ask God if He is ready for you to move, and then get up and move where He 
directs. 
     Today we plan to study God’s Word concerning how obedient Christians are 
always in a win-win situation. We will also see that it is only through Jesus Christ that 
we have this victory and that through Him we can do all things. Allow God to speak to 
you today during our time of worship.

A Word from the Minister on Call  
Bruce Cullom, Minister of Students  

 Can you remember a time when you had to make a big decision?  You may be a little 
stressed out to begin with, seeing the daunting situation in front of you.  You look at your 
options.  You pray and ask the Lord for wisdom.  You seek the council of Godly people.  
Wanting to be certain that you don’t make a knee-jerk decision, you wait for the Lord’s 
timing.  Then when you feel the Lord prompting you to go in a certain direction and the 
opportunity is there, you move ahead confidently, asking the Lord to bless your efforts. 
 Then WHAM!  The exact opposite of everything you had anticipated occurs!  You 
may want to throw your hands up in desperation.  It can be extremely frustrating, and 
even difficult to maintain a positive attitude. 
 But guess what?  God is always at work in the life of His people, and 1 Corinthians 
14:33 assures us that “God is not the author of confusion, but of peace”.  So how do we 
reconcile a situation like this which may appear to be confusing? 
 Let me encourage you to read Genesis 22:1-19, the account of Abraham’s faith being 
confirmed.  What we often fail to consider is that God does not always reveal His entire 
plan to us all at once.  If he did, how would He build our faith in Him?  In Abraham’s 
case, God gave simple and clear instructions for him to follow.  Abraham obeyed the 
Lord and moved ahead, following His instructions without objection.  I can imagine the 
stress which Abraham felt.  But what appeared to be God’s plan at the beginning was not 
His plan at all.  However, in retrospect you can see God’s hand at work the entire time.  
His plan was to build Abraham’s faith. 
 What about in your life?  Have you ever become frustrated at God, only to look back 
years later and see that yes indeed, His ways were perfect after all?  Our Lord is always at 
work in the lives of His people.  Obey God.  Trust Him and He will increase your faith.
