     It is such a blessing to be part of a wonderful church 
family like we have here at Grace. Each week we are blessed to 
see God work in phenomenal ways. Take the time to thank God 
for who He is and all He is doing around here. I am glad you are 
part of what God is accomplishing in our midst. 
     How bright do you shine? I love to look up into the night’s 

sky and see the beauty of God’s creation. The moon, stars, and planets are all examples of 
God’s handiwork. Have you noticed that you can’t always see as many stars as you can 
from every location? Only the brightest stars can be seen when you are in an area that is 
well lighted. Those bright stars are able to stand out regardless of from where you are 
looking at them.  
     What about you? Do you stand out for Christ wherever you are? God desires for us 
to shine like stars that are always set apart from the world around us. One way we shine is 
to remain faithful to what God has called us to do without complaining or having a 
negative attitude.
