     Be a finisher, not a quitter. By the grace of God every 
believer has the ability to make a great comeback and be a 
finisher rather than a quitter. Every one of us will fail at times. 
We must realize, however, that just because we fail doesn’t mean 
we are forever a failure. If we allow Satan, or anyone else, to 
classify us as a failure, we deny the very power of God to work 

in and through us and bring about success. 
     The Bible, and all of history, reveals to us the failures of men and women and the 
incredible comebacks God allows them to experience. Please don’t misunderstand me, 
I am not encouraging us to fail, I am simply being realistic and transparent and 
acknowledging the fact that you and I do fail sometimes. Some of our failures are sins. 
Some of our failures are simply examples of inadequacy on our part. Regardless of the 
type of failure we have, the main point to remember is that with God we can have a great 
comeback.  
     The key to experiencing a great comeback is humility and reliance on God. If our 
failure is from a sin we have committed we must humble ourselves before God, confess 
our sin, and repent of (turn away from) our sinful actions. If our failure is simply caused 
by our own shortcomings and inadequacies, we must humble ourselves before God and 
learn to rely on Him and His strength. The Apostle Paul shares the powerful reminder 
with us in his letter to the church at Philippi, “I can do all things through Christ who 
gives me strength.” Philippians 4:13 
     Today we are studying how God moved in the life of Peter and how Peter was 
used by God in great ways even after he had denied Christ. Allow God to speak to 
you about how He can use you regardless of your past. It’s time for a great comeback! 
     Have you taken the time to read through and pray over the mission opportunity 
pamphlet we provided to you last Sunday? Allow God to show you where He wants to 
use you in mission and ministry service this year. Also, prayerfully seek God concerning 
how much of a special missions offering He wants you to give to help others participate 
in mission experiences this year. God has provided all of us as a church family the needed 
funds to accomplish what He is calling us to accomplish this year. All we have to do is be 
willing to be the vessel through whom God will give. As God leads you to give to help 
support Grace mission opportunities, simply place your check or cash in an envelope and 
write “Grace Missions Designated” on the outside. 
     This afternoon we encourage you to use the Super Bowl as an opportunity to 
share Christ with family and friends. You can either pick up a copy of the DVD we 
created as a tool for you to use, or you can share your own testimony with those you 
gather with to watch the game.
