     We have been called by God to make disciples. What does 
it mean to make disciples? First and foremost we must have the 
same heart for the unsaved that God has. God’s love for those not 
yet saved is evident in Scripture. 2 Peter 3:9 demonstrates God’s 
desire; “He is patient with you, not wanting anyone to perish, but 
everyone to come to repentance.” 

     When we begin to have the heart of God for those not yet saved, we must then 
put our love into action. This involves sharing Christ with those in our circle of 
influence. And our circle of influence continues to grow as God leads us to new places 
and as we encounter new people. Sharing our faith in Christ should become as natural as 
sharing anything else that is important to us. 
     When we share Christ we must always be faithful to explain the need to respond 
to God as He speaks to the person of their need for a Savior. We should explain from 
Scripture that the person we are speaking to (and every other person as well) falls short of 
God’s perfection by failing to live up to God’s standard as provided in the Ten 
Commandments. The Law shows us our sin and our need to be forgiven. Every individual 
must come to the place of acknowledging his or her sin and receiving Jesus Christ as their 
only source of salvation. 
     When the person is born again, our job of making a disciple has just begun. We 
then must lead them to a public demonstration of their faith through believer’s baptism. 
We must teach them the Word of God. We must fellowship with them. We must teach 
them the joy of prayer. We must help meet their needs and teach them to help meet the 
needs of others. We must give all the glory, honor, and praise to God for what He is 
accomplishing in their life. Let’s get busy making disciples! 
     Last Sunday as we closed our time of worship I asked you to pray for Said Musa. 
Said is our brother in Christ who was in prison in Afghanistan for his faith in Jesus 
Christ. The International Christian Concern (ICC) has reported that Said was released this 
week. However, there are still other Christian brothers in need of our prayers. Shoaib 
Assadullah, an Afghan Christian, was arrested for giving a Bible to a man and is facing 
the same charges of apostasy that Said faced. Under Islamic Sharia law, the penalty for 
apostasy is execution.  There are several things we can do about this situation. First, we 
can and must pray for Shoaib and the others. Pray for them as if they were your father, 
husband, brother, son, or closest friend. Second, we can help spread the word through 
every means possible (including social media) so others will know to pray for them and 
their families. Third, we can and must share this with our political leaders and call on 
them to take a stand for human rights and freedom of religion all over the world. 
     In America we understand the importance of providing freedom for people to 
worship as they see fit, or not to worship at all if they so desire. This freedom is not 
experienced in many countries around the world. Sadly, some of the countries our men 
and women of the military have been fighting to protect do not offer Christians freedom 
to worship openly. Afghanistan is one of those countries where Muslims are allowed to 
arrest and in some cases kill Christians simply because of their faith in Jesus Christ. Pray 
for our brothers and sisters in Christ around the world as they face incredible persecution 
for their faith. 
     How much does Jesus mean to you? When I hear stories like that of Said it makes 
me wonder how strong my faith is. A good indicator of the strength of our faith is how 
we currently respond to the little inconveniences we face for our faith. If we are 
embarrassed to share our faith because people may think we are strange, we probably 
wouldn’t handle true persecution very well. If we spend more time complaining about the 
style of worship during a service than we spend actually worshiping God, we probably 
wouldn’t handle real persecution well at all. Let’s begin being faithful with what we do 
encounter and pray that we will stand for Christ when it really gets difficult here in 
America.

A Word from the Minister on Call  
Bruce Cullom, Minister of Students  

 Recently I had the question posed to me, “I want to honor the Lord in all areas of my 
life, but I suspect that some in my circle of friends only like me because of things I do 
around them that might not honor the Lord. How do I over come this?” 
 This may appear to be an easy question to answer, but the real-life application is the 
true challenge. After praying and studying the Word, I gave the person the following 
Scripture to read and pray over. I encourage you to take a look at it too, and determine 
how it may apply to your life. 
 Romans 2:11 - God is no respecter of persons. In other words, your status within 
your circle of friends does not impress God. This is not news of course, but stop for a 
moment and let it sink in, and try to understand all that it implies.  
 Matthew 10:32-33, then 10:34-39 - We have to be willing to part with everything, for 
the sake of following the Lord. This means that we must be willing to forsake even the 
things in life that are most precious to us, if they are a hindrance to following the Lord. 
We absolutely MUST forsake our own fleshly desires, and we must be willing to follow 
Christ when he leads us to places that no one else will go, even our family. 
 This is not a common occurrence in our day and time, but when Jesus walked the 
earth, and taught these things that were against the Jewish culture and traditions, many 
people would have had to decide to either (a) follow Jesus, or (b) stay with their families. 
If everyone in your household decided not to follow Jesus, you must still follow him. 
 Don't concentrate specifically on being an example for others. That is certainly 
important, but it's not the exact point. If you seek God with all that you have, and honor 
Him in all that you do, the example for others will be a natural out-pouring of your life. 
 Psalms 119 - This is an amazing chapter. It's very long, but it starts off good and gets 
better. Verses like 2 and 9-11 are life verses. Their truths will resound in your soul for all 
eternity. 
 Compliment your New Testament reading with reading aloud passages of Psalms, in 
a vocal prayer to God. Just ask Him to accept the reading of His Word as a form of your 
worship to Him. Amazing things will happen. Taking a bold stand for the Lord among 
your friends may be how He uses you to bring salvation to them.
