Discipline is a demonstration of lovelf God didn’t love you, He wouldn’t discipline
you. Just as a loving parent takes the time to discipline his or her children when they
deserve to be disciplined, God takes the time to discipline each of His children when it is
needed. Discipline never feels good at the time it is administered, but it brings positive
results in time.

God’'s Word tells us even hardships can be a form of disciplindhe secret for the
believer is to submit to God’s discipline, learn from it, and change because of it. Is God
disciplining you in some manner currently? If so, don't fight God, submit to Him. Seek
God and willingly learn what He is trying to teach you. Let your life be lived out as an
example of an obedient child of God.
