     The eyes of the world have been riveted on Japan since the 
major earthquake and tsunami that followed. Thousands of 
people had their life end in the tragedy, and millions of other 
people will never be the same. What a stark reminder of how 
quickly things can change and how suddenly our life can end. I 
trust this has caused you to do some soul searching.  

     Are you ready to step out into eternity? If your life were to end today would you 
immediately go to be in the presence of God as His child? The only way any of us will 
have the privilege of being with God for eternity is if we are saved by grace through faith. 
Nothing we can do will be good enough to earn salvation. Our only hope is to humble 
ourselves before God, confess our sins, confess Jesus as Lord and Savior, and receive 
Him as our salvation.  
     For those of us who are Christians, we know that Jesus is the way, the truth, and 
the life and that no one comes to Father except through Him. We see the spiritual 
tsunami headed straight toward people we know and love. Since Jesus is their only hope, 
we must get busy about sharing the Good News of Christ with them and warning them of 
the eternal hell that awaits everyone who does not receive Jesus as Lord and Savior. If 
someone saw the tsunami coming toward Japan and had the ability to warn people but 
chose not to, that person would be considered evil and hardhearted.

     Last week we had a fabulous conclusion to our 100th Anniversary Celebration. 
We have had a wonderful year celebrating everything God has done for the past 101 
years. Last Sunday was our 101st birthday. Our focus now is on today and the great future 
God has in store for us. God’s legacy continues! I was so excited to be able to share with 
you last Sunday about the Legacies of Grace Endowment Fund that is being established. 
A former member of Grace has given the first $25,000 for the endowment. The idea is for 
this endowment to grow over the years as members give while they are living and as 
members tithe to the Lord through Grace in their will following their death. The interest 
each year will be used to assist the ongoing ministry of Grace Baptist Church for years to 
come. I have a vision of seeing this endowment grow to over $2,000,000 while I am the 
pastor of Grace. 
     Over the past few months I have been contacted about some possible ministry 
opportunities God may have for Grace. It appears that God may be setting the stage for 
some great and unique ministry opportunities for our church. I can honestly say that I 
don’t know everything God has in store for us but I am so excited to find out what all it 
will be.
