     Spring is here and signs of new life are all around us. 
Spring is such an encouraging time as we see flowers blooming 
and trees budding. Brown grass begins to turn green and come to 
life. It even seems as if the birds sing louder and more often.  
     The most exciting thing to me about spring is the 
opportunity to celebrate Easter. Of all things, Easter is by far 

the most significant picture of new life. Although Christians celebrate the resurrection of 
Jesus every day, it is on Easter that this celebration takes on a new dimension. Jesus came 
to die on the cross to pay the penalty for our sins, but, praise God He rose again. The 
cross is only half the gospel. The empty tomb is the beautiful reminder of the new life 
Jesus experienced when He overcame sin, death, and the grave. It is the empty tomb that 
assures us that we have the opportunity to experience new life through Jesus Christ 
ourselves.  
     Today we begin a new message series on The Radical Story of Easter. Our message 
today is entitled The Need for Easter. The central point is that everyone needs Easter and 
that through Jesus Christ everyone can experience Easter which brings eternal life. The 
Bible is clear that every human being is separated from God by sin until such time as they 
receive Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior and have their sin removed and Christ’s 
righteousness put in its place. The good news of Easter is that God can take someone who 
is condemned to eternal death and provide them eternal life.  
     Begin asking God who you can invite and bring with you to Grace over the next 
month. This special time will culminate with a great Easter celebration Sunday, April 24. 
We will have an incredible musical and drama along with the Easter message shared from 
the Word of God. Each week leading up to Easter will build upon the next as we take a 
biblical look at “The Need for Easter,” “The Person of Easter,” “The Prophecy of Easter,” 
“The Prayer of Easter,” and finally “The Death and Victory of Easter.”   
     Next week we will have the second phase of our GPS – God’s Plan for Sharing. 
Over 200 people have made commitments to participate in our GPS. The four phases are: 
1) Pray for the unsaved people in our area and for God to use this GPS ministry in a 
powerful way. 2) Participate in a prayer walk of the community around our church 
Sunday afternoon, April 3.  3) Participate in a door hanging outreach Saturday, April 9.  
4) Invite and bring people to our harvest day Easter Sunday, April 24.  
     Next Sunday following our morning worship service we will eat lunch together 
before we go out into the community around our church facility and prayer walk. 
This will be a special time of praying for the residents who live in this immediate 
community. Bring comfortable shoes to wear for the prayer walk. If you cannot get out 
and walk, you can prayer drive. The key is to pray. We will have teams for certain areas 
to make sure each home is covered in prayer. If you have not yet turned in your 
commitment card please do so today. 
     I was so excited to be able to share with you two Sundays ago about the Legacies of 
Grace Endowment Fund that is being established. A former member of Grace has given 
the first $25,000 for the endowment. The idea is for this endowment to grow over the 
years as members give while they are living and as members tithe to the Lord through 
Grace in their will following their death. The interest each year will be used to assist the 
ongoing ministry of Grace Baptist Church for years to come. You can begin giving to this 
fund today. I have a vision of seeing this endowment grow to over $2,000,000 while I am 
the pastor of Grace.
