      Last Sunday we began a message series on The Radical Story 
of Easter. Our message today is entitled The Person of Easter. 
Jesus Christ is the Person of Easter and He is the only one who 
can bring eternal life to individuals. Since Adam and Eve were 
cast out of the Garden of Eden, it was prophesied that the 
Messiah would come to redeem fallen mankind. Through His 

life, death, burial, and resurrection Jesus proved to be the promised Messiah, the Christ. 
     Who have you shared Christ with lately? Begin getting in the habit of sharing your 
faith with others and letting them know how they too can have a relationship with God 
through Jesus His Son. Who have you invited to Grace lately? Our big celebration day 
will be Easter Sunday, but I want you to invite people every week to Grace. As we 
continue our message series through Easter we will focus on The Person of Easter, The 
Prophecy of Easter, The Prayer of Easter, and finally the Death and Victory of Easter.   
     Today we will have the second phase of our GPS – God’s Plan for Sharing. Over 
200 people have made commitments to participate in at least one aspect of GPS. The four 
phases are: 1. To begin praying for the unsaved people in our area and for God to use this 
GPS ministry in a powerful way.  2. To participate in a prayer walk of the community 
around our church this afternoon, April 3rd following our morning worship service and 
lunch here on campus. 3. To participate in a door hanging outreach this Saturday, April 
9th.  4. To invite and bring people to our harvest day Easter Sunday, April 24th.  
     As I mentioned, after our service today we will eat lunch together before we go 
out into the community around our church facility and prayer walk. Praying is the 
most important thing we can do! This will be a special time of praying for the people who 
live in this immediate community around our facility. If you cannot get out and walk, you 
can prayer drive. The key is to pray. We will have teams for certain areas to make sure 
each home is covered in prayer. 
     Last Sunday you were very generous with your offerings for Ali Brasells’ mission 
trip to Haiti this summer.  As of today Ali is only a few hundred dollars away from her 
total needed for the eight week mission trip. Thank you for investing in one of our own 
who is spending her summer answering God’s call to be a missionary.  
     We have many other Grace members who are participating in mission trips all 
around the world this year. I am so excited. God is changing the world through Grace 
Baptist Church! Praise God! As you continue to pray and seek God, continue being 
generous with your offerings toward our other Grace Mission opportunities.  
     Some designated money has been given to help us update and improve the access 
to our Prayer Room. This project will take place soon and will allow anyone the ability 
to enter our Prayer Room from the inside without disturbing a Sunday School class. My 
prayer is that members of Grace will use the Prayer Room every Sunday and Wednesday 
to pray for our services among other things. We are also replacing the exterior entrance 
coded lock so you will be able to use the Prayer Room once again even when the building 
is locked.   
     We are also going to move our History Room downstairs to make it easier to 
access. Although it will primarily be used for storage and for the History Team to work, 
it will be available for members to use if needed also. We will need to get some proper 
storage cabinets to protect our historical documents from fire, water, and other possible 
damage. We have seen how important our records are to us during this past year of 
celebrating our first one hundred years.

Let me throw something out there for your consideration.  It may sound radical to you.  
I’m sure I’m not the first person to ever think of this, but I’ve never heard anyone else 
bring it up.  Here it is: What if God created the world and all that we can see and 
examine, what if He created it all with an existing history already in place.  All geological 
and fossil records that we know of, put into place during the creation account in Genesis.  
Radical huh?  There’s no proof of that, right?  Well, maybe… read on. 
God created Adam on the sixth day (Genesis 1:26-27, 2:7).  Did God create Adam as a 
baby?  Certainly not.  God charged Adam and Eve with ruling over all of creation, 
something that no baby would be capable of.  When I get a mental picture of Adam in my 
head, I’m probably influenced by culture, but I picture a strong, full-grown man in his 
20s.  A young adult, a man, with an existing history already in place on the day he was 
created.  If the same logic is applied to the rest of creation, then the evidence of rivers 
carving their way through the land would have been created on day three, and stars in far 
off galaxies that appear to be “older” than our sun, were actually created on day four. 
Admittedly, this is speculation on my part.  I do not know anything other than exactly 
what the scripture states.  But there is a point. 
I believe that we as Christians often buy into worldly explanations of science and origin, 
without taking into account what the Bible teaches.  And we’ve been conditioned to 
accept modern philosophies without consideration of their conflicts with scripture.  The 
secular world will often “tell” Christians what we are to believe, and we accept their 
teachings like this computer accepted my typing of this article – with no thought process.  
There is a simple, yet beautiful solution.  Read your Bible, and pray to our Lord for the 
Spirit to increase your understanding of it.
