    We are now in the middle of our message series entitled, The Radical Experiment. 
I hope you are reading the book Radical. God has used this book to convict me and 
challenge me in many ways. I believe the same will be true for you if you are willing to 
read it. If you do not yet have a copy but would like one, we still have some available for 
$10. My prayer is that God will continue to speak to me and that He will speak to each of 
you through this series of messages. These messages are adapted from David Platt’s 
original messages to his church in Birmingham, Alabama, a few years ago. God is lifting 
up a people all around the world who are ready to give up their own version of 
Christianity and begin to adopt the biblical Christianity to which God has called us.   

     In our message today we will focus on the radical compassion to which God has 
called His children. On the surface the title may cause us to think this is just a sweet 
little message from God. The reality is that this is an incredibly powerful message that 
will be used of God to pierce our hearts.  When we live with God’s compassion for those 
in the world, we begin to see everyone and everything differently.  

     As we allow God to use us to share Christ with and meet the needs of those 
around the world we will be forced out of our comfort zone. We will be called to go 
to places we have never gone to before. We will be called to help people we have never 
seen before. We will be called to suffer like we have never suffered before. We will be 
called to give like we have never given before. And when we allow God to use us to 
share His compassion, we will experience blessings like we never knew existed.   

     Please continue praying for our two Task Forces that are currently at work. Our 
Rochester Task Force consists of a group of Grace leaders who are seeking God 
concerning our possible involvement with a ministry in Rochester, NY. Our Facilities 
Task Force consists of a group of Grace leaders who are seeking God’s guidance 
concerning any renovations and possible expansions of our preschool, children, and youth 
areas as well as our fellowship hall and kitchen areas. Both Task Forces are still in the 
praying and seeking stages and we will share with the entire church family as soon as 
direction begins to develop.   

     Coming up in two weeks we will have our Memorial Day weekend cookout and 
worship service. Make plans to be here for the morning service and plan to return for a 
special time of fun and worship along with some great food. I look forward to seeing you 
for a special time.

 Here we are a few weeks after Easter, and you’re probably enjoying the warmer 
weather and the upcoming events with family and friends. But I’d like to pause for a 
moment and take a look at one of Jesus’ closest friends while He was on earth and 
examine his life before and after that first Easter. 

 Our subject matter is the apostle Peter. Take a look at Matthew 26:30-35. This is 
directly after the Last Supper! I’m usually on a mountain-top after we’ve observed the 
Lord’s Supper here at Grace, because I’ve examined myself in the Lord’s sight. So I’m 
sure that Peter probably felt similar. Then Jesus lowers the boom on Peter, and tells Peter 
that he will deny Him three times. You can read about Peter’s three denials in the very 
same chapter of Matthew (26:69-74). 

 Then Jesus was crucified. 

 But that’s not the end of Peter’s story. We know that previously, in Matthew 16:18, 
Jesus told Peter that he would play a foundational role in the beginnings of His church. 
Peter repented of his sin, and began to proudly proclaim the Gospel, preaching the very 
first Gospel message in the second chapter of Acts. And guess what? About 3,000 people 
were saved that day. 

 What does this mean for you? The Easter celebration may be over with regard to the 
scheduling on a calendar, but Christ’s work through you is not over. Have you denied 
Jesus? Have you resisted doing His will? Well guess what? The Gospel really is Good 
News to you! Confess your sin and repent, and He is faithful to forgive you, just like He 
forgave Peter. And just like Peter, our Lord will use you to do a mighty work! Say yes to 
Him today!
